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My mother had to sign a release 
for me to play football because 
I was a minor. She didn't have 
to sign one when they took me 
away in handcuffs.

TEEN SEX AND THE LAW
If you think youÕre having safe sex, think again! The age of consent laws vary from State to State, and if youÕre 
not careful, you could end up in prison, and have to register as a sex offender for life.

 My name is Ricky, and IÕm a 
19 year-old Registered Sex Offender. I 
come to you in hopes of offering you 
some facts regarding the ÒAge of 
ConsentÓ laws and to inform you of the 
Harsh Realities of what can happen to 
you as a teen who has younger 
girlfriends.
 Two years ago I was a normal 
teen boy, who like many of you, loved 
to hang out with friends. I enjoyed 
going to clubs, played a lot of sports, 
attended high school, and couldnÕt wait 
for the day when I could announce to 
the world I was finally 18 and now a 
legal adult.
 One night, when I was only 
16, I met a girl at a teen club who told 
me she was almost 16, and we hit it 
off. She and I dated for a few weeks, 

but because of some issues at home, 
she ran away. The friend she was 
staying with told her to tell the police 
we had sex, and that she was too 
scared to go home because she was 
pregnant. When questioned by the 
police, I told the truth, I said Òyes we 
had sex twice.Ó The police informed 
me she was only 13 and sent me home.
 Under Iowa state law, I was 
charged with two felony counts of 
Sexual Abuse 3rd degree and tried as 
an adult.
 Now because of the laws 
regarding the age of consent I am 
serving two years felony probation as a 
Registered Sex Offender. Things for 
me, as well as my family, have 
changed dramatically, and our lives 
have been shattered.
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 I bring you this pamphlet in 
hopes of answering some of your 
questions regarding consequences of 
Sex and the Age of Consent laws.

AGE of CONSENT

Q:  What is the Age of Consent?

A:  The legal age at which a person is 
legally considered competent to give 
consent, as to sexual intercourse. It is 
established by lawmakers.

Q:  What does that mean?

A:  The age in which state legislators 
determine a youth is legally able to 
maturely consent to sex without 
violating the law.

Q:  What is the Age of Consent law in 
my state?
A:  Each state varies and may change 
with new laws. Contact your state 
Attorney GeneralÕs office to get a 
correct answer as to the laws in your 
state.

Q:  What if I say I am ready for sex?

A:  It doesnÕt matter. Even if you feel 
youÕre mature enough for sexual 
relations, your stateÕs Age of Consent 
law legally determines what age you 
can consent.

Q:  What if my parents say its okay to 
have sex?

A: This does not exempt you from the 
law. Your parents cannot over rule the 
law.
Q:  What happens if I break this law?

A:  You or your partner can be 
prosecuted in a criminal court for a sex 
crime.

Q:  Do you mean statutory rape?

A:  Many refer to it as Statutory rape, 
however, a state can charge the oldest 
in a consensual relationship with much 
more serious charge like rape.
Q:  What else is considered a ÒsexÓ 
crime?

CHALLENGES

Education: Gone, 
Employment: Gone , Family 
Life: Gone!
I will never be able to 
live a normal life again. 
The new laws that are 
popping up everyday seem 
to be targeting me, and to 
keep me from moving on 
with a normal life. I 
didnÕt know the law, but 
IÕve been told that it 
doesnÕt matter.

Friends donÕt 
come easy when 

youÕre a sex 
offender!
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A:  There are a variety of things you 
can do, even as a youth which can 
require you to register as a sex 
offender.

1) Internet Soliciting- can be a 
chat room and talking about  
sex with someone under 18 
even if they are age of consent 
its AGAINST the law. 
(Example: asking someone if 
they are a virgin in a chat room 
is internet soliciting)

2)   Child Pornography- Using 
your cell phone or home 
cameras to take elicit pictures 
of yourself or friends under 18 
is under state law child porn. If 
you forward, email or attach 
the pic as text to a friend then 
you can be charged as well 
with distribution of child 
pornography.

3)   Indecent Exposure-If you 
moon, streak or publicly 
urinate this is a sex offense and 
will be required to register.

I know as youths you will 
experiment with sex and honestly 
abstinence is one clear way to not be 
charged with a sex crime. If you 
choose to have consensual sex please 
practice safe sex by using birth control 
methods to prevent teen pregnancy and 
contracting HIV/STDÕs.

FACTS ON SEX

Q:  Can I get pregnant the first time I 
have sex?

A:  Yes

Q:  Is birth control 100% effective?

A: No, there is still a slim chance you 
can get pregnant.

Q:  Can I get free birth control?

A:  Yes, many Health Departments and 
Planned parenthoods offer 
reproductive services which includes 
birth control on a slide scale compared 
to your income.

Q: Can I get HIV or a STD if I use 
birth control?

A: Yes, birth control is not effective in 
preventing HIV or STDÕs unless your 

partner uses a condom 
which can minimize risk.

Q: Can I get pregnant 
performing oral sex?

A:  No
